Next, students worked 
on Design Thinking—becoming successful innovators, creating sketches, 
building prototypes, designing logos, and pitching their inventions while 
protecting their intellectual property. In Rescue Squad they solved real-world 
challenges in habitats across the country and in Flight Lab they are currently 
exploring the principles of flight (with the assistance of their very own robots) 
and building a cityscape out of upcycled materials.
