Special Note:  Bolded items will be utilized by all students within the classroom community.  All community supplies will be stored in the teacher’s 

classroom.  These items are a necessity in each classroom to help prevent the spread of germs.   

Red starred items are supplies needed by both virtual and in-person students.  Items in black print are needed by all students attending school in-

person only.
